CAN WE HELP YOU HELP US?   

We all have monthly bills to pay and receive regular 
monthly payments like our salary, retirement pay, and 
Social Security payment.  Some of us have all of this 
done by means of electronic banking.  If you would 
like to make your monthly donation to our church or 

any of our campaign funds – Pope John Paul II, UIM or the Capital 
Campaign, we can help you with electronic banking or online on our 
website at holycrosslascruces.org.  Call us or your bank and ask how.  
You don’t have to worry about missing a payment. 
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 Parents should be registered and be active parishioners of Holy 
Cross or any other Catholic church for at least 2 months prior to taking 
the baptism class. Parents and/or godparents who are not registered at 
Holy Cross must present a letter from their own parish giving that pas-
tor's permission for them to baptize at Holy Cross.  
 The sponsors (or at least one of them), should be a fully initiat-
ed, practicing Catholic (meaning, they have received all the sacraments 
and practice their faith) must present the certificates of baptism, confir-
mation and communion. If married, must be married in the church and 
also present that certificate. If not married, must not be living with 
someone as husband and wife. Parents and godparents must take clas-
ses for baptism. They are given here at Holy Cross every 3 months and 
are good for 3 years. A copy of the child/ren's birth certificate is re-
quired. The fee to baptize is $25.00 which should be paid at the parish 
office before  attending the class(es).  

If you are going to baptize, please contact the parish office 2 
months prior to the date of the baptism class.
